In the following course catalog we will try to give you a feel of what it will be
like to be an SINDS Summer School student. This summer students will
play and work in a Catholic community where they will experience fun,
challenging, and exciting courses.

It is our aim to offer courses that will build upon student experiences at
school and at play, as well as offering opportunities for students to share
their talents.

However, in order to participate in the self-designed session
you must pre-pay the entire summer prior to June 1, 2011. Additionally, if
you register your student for EDP and/or summer school by May 2, 2011,
the fee for summer school registration will be $25.00 per student and the
EDP registration fee will be $35.00 per family, thus providing your family
with additionally savings.

Summer School Begistration

Session 1 classes will run Monday through Friday, June 20 to July 8, 2011.
Session 2 classes will run Monday through Friday, July 11 to July 29, 2011.
Please Note: Holiday Monday, July 4, 2011.

Build Your Own Session:
Select the weeks that fit your schedule. Instead of paying the session rate,
pay the weekly rate.

You will need one registration form for each child you are enrolling. If
you need additional forms, please visit the SINDS website. Class sizes
will be limited. All schedules are final.

Tuition and Fees

All schedules are final. No refunds will be given for dropped
classes.

Non-refundable fees for registration paid on or before May 2, 2011
$25.00 per child.

Non-refundable fees for registration paid after May 2, 2011: $35.00
per child.

All registration fees must be submitted with the registration form(s).

Fees for regular (single or 50 minute) Session 1 and 2 classes are
$95.00 per child/per class. Build your own sessions are $35.00 per
week. (For example: If you register your child for Session 1 Soccer,
the fee for the entire three week session would be $95.00. If you
build your own schedule and choose Soccer for two of the three
weeks of Session 1, your fee would be $70 for the two weeks of
Soccer.

Fees for double (90 minute period) Sessions 1 and 2 classes are
$150.00 per class. This is indicated in the course catalog on
affected class descriptions. Build your own sessions are $55.00 per
week.



= Fee for Kinder Camp, Session 1 (3 weeks), is $259. Fee for Kinder
Camp, Session 2 (2 weeks), is $179. Build your own sessions are
$90 per week.

= Various classes may also require an additional supply fee. This is
indicated in the course catalog on affected class descriptions.

= One half of the total tuition and fees is due on or before June
1, 2011. The entire balance is due on or before June 15, 2011.

= Extended Day Program (EDP) payments are due each Monday
throughout the summer sessions for full time students. Payments
for part time hours are due at the end of each week for hours used.

Collection of Past Due Payments

If one half of the total tuition is not paid by June 1, 2011, the family will be
notified. The principal will contact the family the following week if
arrangements have not been made. Any outstanding balance is due on or
before June 15, 2011. Beginning on June 27, 2011, a $25.00 a week late
fee will be assessed to the account.

Refund Policy

There will be no refunds for dropped classes after June 15, 2011.
Students may add classes at any time at the full tuition rate for the class.
Any changes to a student’s schedule must be submitted in writing with a
parent or guardian’s signature before June 15, 2011.

Attendance Policy

Students are expected to regularly attend their classes. Although family
vacation time is very important, please try to schedule vacations around
your class schedules. In order for your child to receive the most benefit
from each class, it is important that he/she attend each class period.
Class tuition will not be pro-rated due to time missed because of
vacation.



Recess and Lunch

There will be a supervised recess from 9:50 t010:20 a.m. everyday.
There is also a supervised lunch break from 12:10 p.m. t012:50 p.m.
Your child does not need to be in extension during these times. EDP will
take a recess and lunch break at the same time as the summer school
breaks. No hot lunch will be available during summer school session.
However, a snack shack will be available during recess and lunch
offering fruit, crackers, and various other snacks.

Theme Weeks

Each week of summer school will feature a different theme to add
another element of fun to our summer! We will provide activities
throughout the week related to the theme.

Vaeation Bible School

The Parish Vacation Bible School is scheduled for the week of June 13-
17, 2011. The SINDS Summer School will begin the week following.
Registration for Vacation Bible School is through the Parish Religious
Education Office at (916) 985-2065.



Extended Day Program (EDD)

There will be EDP services only during the summer school program
sessions. EDP hours will be from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. EDP is only
available to students who are enrolled in at least one summer school
class per session at St. John Notre Dame School.

Students may enroll on a full-time basis or on a part-time basis. We also
accept students on a drop-in basis. Please refer to the fee schedule to
determine which system is best for your family. You may sign-up for
individual weeks at the time of registration. If you are interested in
enrolling your child(ren) in EDP, please fill out the section included on the
Summer School Registration form included in this course catalog. Be
sure to include your $35.00 non-refundable EDP family registration fee.

Payment for drop-in EDP hours is due each and every Friday for hours used
during the week.

EDP is only available to students who are enrolled in at least one summer
school class per session at St. John Notre Dame School.
